______ Dispose of debris removed from premises (trash, construction debris, etc.) _______
______ Trash receptacles covered and stored between collections _______
______ Beautification of area (replace broken Newspaper Boxes, Post and mail boxes, etc.) _______
______ Dispose of building/construction debris _______
______ Replace broken/damaged doors, windows, screens, antennas _______
